
Revolving Group Art Exhibit Guidelines at LVAC

LVAC welcomes group art exhibits by area artists. Works will be displayed in our new gallery space at 140 Bridge Street (Gallery 140).

1). Exhibiting artists need to be members of LVAC (single membership is only $15 per year). 

2). LVAC does NOT carry insurance on art work. That is the responsibility of the artist. LVAC does carry insurance on the building.

3). LVAC will sell displayed art, and will refer potential buyers and interested parties to the artist.


* Neatly typewritten labels accompanying displayed work will include the title of 


the piece, artist’s name, contact information, and price.


* A 10% donation is customary for any work sold that is displayed in the LVAC 


Gallery.


* Exhibiting artists will be responsible for publicizing displayed work, hanging 


the work, labeling the work, and planning a public reception if so desired.


* Gallery sitting on weekdays and Saturdays is an option for displaying artists and 

is encouraged.

4). Some notes on publicity:

      Advertising must be done in a timely manner with regard to publication deadlines:

Photos need to be sent to Linda via email and in JPEG or PDF format and at least 300 dpi or in the one megabyte range.
